Useful Tips

Seoul

Seoul is the capital of Korea and is the heart of Korea’s culture and education as well as politics and
economy. Seoul is home to many historic sites and places of traditional culture. The shopping and
entertainment districts also draw a large number of tourists every year. The Hangang River, which runs
through the center of the city, is a distinctive landscape of Seoul that offers a myriad of resting areas for
citizens.

Climate

Average daily mean of Seoul during b is about 19.32°C (66.77°F). Average daily temperature is 23.38°C
(74.08°F), ranging from an average minimum of 15°C (59°F) to a maximum of 34.9°C (94.82°F). Also,
average precipitation probability is lower than 6% during the week. Since the weather would be warm and
a bit hot, short sleeves or light jacket is required especially on the field study program day, June 10(Fri).

Currency and Banking

The currency in Korea is WON (¥#). Denominations for coins are 10, 50, 100, and 500. Banknotes are
1,000, 5,000, 10,000, and 50,000. For higher denominations, cashier’s checks are used. As of April 29,
KRW 10,000 equals approximately USD 8.77, EUR 7.7, and CNY 56.86.

Currency exchanges are available at banks, airports and major hotels.

Electricity

The power supply is mainly 220V/60 Hz in Korea. Two in-line holed sockets (two round-pinned plugs) are
used. Adaptors and converters may be needed for delegates from countries which use 110V or other types
of plugs.
