urban planning, transportation, water management, housing, climate change and environment, safer cities,
and e-government). Lastly, to present and discuss the on-line ‘Urban SDG Knowledge Platform’ to support

shared knowledge and city-to-city cooperation.

While the challenges related to the achievement of the SDGs are numerous, so are the opportunities and
as the saying goes, ‘a dream you dream together is reality’ We believe that our concerted effort to fulfill the
vision of the SDGs will enable our dreams to come true, and we would like to invite you to the Forum to join

our valuable effort.

January 2016 marked the official launch of the new 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, adopted
unanimously last year by all 193 member countries of the United Nations. The new Agenda calls on countries
to begin efforts to achieve 17 sustainable development goals (SDGs) over the next 15 years. “The seventeen
sustainable development goals are our shared vision of humanity and a social contract between the world's
leaders and the people,” said UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon. “They are a to-do list for people and planet,
and a blueprint for success.”

The important role that cities play in the pursuit of sustainable development was acknowledged with the
inclusion of a dedicated goal on cities (Goal 11) aiming to “make cities and human settlements inclusive, safe,
resilient and sustainable”. But cities will play a critical role in the implementation of the whole 2030 Agenda,
as a great deal of the action required is to be taken at the local level.

Experience in implementing the millennium development goals (MDGs) shows that the achievement of
many goals and targets depends on the positive engagement of all stakeholders, with an important role for local
government. Cities are also hubs of innovation and can generate innovative solutions for the achievement of
development goals. The implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, therefore, will greatly
depend on local action and leadership and the ability to develop effective local partnerships.

In this regard, Session 1 will discuss the role of cities in the implementation of the SDGs and share
experiences in sustainable urban development through focused discussions on selected targets under the
Urban SDG (Goal 11) and other goals and targets relevant to urban issues.

Infrastructure is the backbone of all activities in a city. It determines the way we live and connect with each
other, how we utilize energy and our resilience to shocks. With its rapidly growing urban population and
economies, the Asia-Pacific region has a significant infrastructure gap that takes nearly US$1 trillion a year
by 2020 to close (ADB, 2016 ). Moreover, physical infrastructure like roads, utility and houses are costly, large
and often last for decades. Their design has a long-lasting and large scale impact on our ability to achieve
sustainable development.

This session will illustrate and discuss key issues on meeting the growing demand of infrastructure whilst
pursuing sustainable urban development:

- Space and connectivity — urban planning to allocate space more effectively; and transportation systems
that improve efficiency, accessibility and inclusiveness

- Energy and utilities - improvement in energy efficiency through new modes of operation and
transportation; and provision of water with higher efficiency

- Innovation and technology - application of new methods and technology across sectors to enhance
planning, efficiency and monitoring

Description Cities are hubs for innovation, commerce, culture, science, productivity and social development and
much more. However, many cities are experiencing rapid urbanization, which is exerting pressure on
crucial infrastructure systems and is often correlated with common urban challenges such as air pollution,
traffic congestion, shortage of adequate housing, as well as insufficient water, sanitation, and energy
infrastructure.

Last year, countries adopted a set of goals — the Sustainable Development Goals - to end poverty, protect
the environment, and ensure prosperity for all as part of a new sustainable development agenda. Each SDG
has specific targets to be achieved over the next 15 years. SDG 11 aims to make cities inclusive, safe, resilient
and sustainable. More than half of the world’s mega-cities (population over 10 million) and 7 out of the 10
most populated cities are located in the Asia-Pacific region. The region is therefore crucial for achieving SDG.
Sharing solutions for urban challenges are an important cornerstone for achieving these goals as it supports
cities to learn from each other and replicate best practices on SDG implementation. CityNet supports this
approach through tailored capacity building programs and connecting mayors, government officials and

other urban stakeholders committed to sustainable urban development.

At the International Forum on Urban Policy for the Sustainable Development Goals, CityNet is launching The
Asian Perspective on Sustainable Urbanization (APSU). The publication highlights successful projects and
policies of CityNet member cities and summarizes unique perspectives on sustainable urbanization.

At the International Forum on Urban Policy for SDG, CityNet will organize a session about APSU that offers
a stage for champions in sustainable development. The session is geared towards SDG 11 and highlights
best practice examples from the Asia-Pacific region. Mayors and other contributors to APSU will share their

Factors such as, political
and policy decisions to undertake innovation, create systems for collaboration with civil society and private
sector, streamline and change city administration’s work processes to support innovation and improve

efficiency, and investment in the performance of staff etc,,

Panelists will respond to the following questions in their presentation:

- What were the challenges that the city administration faced? How and why “innovation” was seen as critical

for finding solutions?
«Whom did they collaborate with? How did they engage with the public and other actors?
+ What kind of changes did the cities bring about in governance and administration systems?
« How did the city manage to upscale from piloting?
- What lessons can they offer to other cities in Asia-Pacific?

Panelists from multi-lateral organizations will focus on the innovation challenges in Asia-Pacific and the

support they can offer to urban governments to overcome these challenges.

Description In January 2016, UN adopted 17 Sustainable Development Goals (hereafter SDGs) to carry forward over the
next 15 years.

As a city
governments is an important actor for carrying out SDGs in municipal level and playing as a hub
of innovation and cooperation between stakeholder, city governments will play a pivotal role for
implementing other SDGs as well.
Hence, this June in Seoul, Seoul Metropolitan Government, UN ESCAP and CityNet is hosting an
international forum on urban policy for sharing the role of city government in achieving SDGs, diverse
policy experience/knowledge and the outcome of the forum will be introduced at UN Habitat Ill.
Also, the necessity of the social economy as a concrete implementation strategy for achieving the goal
No.11 (‘Make cities and human settlements inclusive, safe, resilient and sustainable’) has been raised.
Particularly, the social economy activities and policies has caught attention of many practitioners as a new
policy alternative and successful practices of resolving imminent urban issues in the field of social service,
energy, employment, sustainable consumption and production depend on regions
Thus, it is important that local governments recognize the social economy as a viable option for resolving
social problems and for implementing SDGs and reflect these aspects in policy formulation stage. Also,
sharing specific policy experiences and achievements with other local governments which are having
difficulties of implementing polices is crucial.
This session aims to draw implications for promoting social economy as a feasible policy tool through
sharing international recognition, trends of SDGs/Social Economy and the necessity of active policy
adoption in Asia region and through discussing policy experience and direction of cooperation with other

participating local governments and interested actors.

Description 1. Localizing Finance for Inclusive and Sustainable Development to Deliver Impact: Challenge of the
Millennium

In view of Habitat Il Conference in Quito and of the conclusion of the UN negotiations cycle defining
the Sustainable Development Agenda for the coming 15 years, Carlos de freitas, Director of Programs of
FMDV will present the outcomes of the Mexico City Habitat Il Thematic Conference on Financing Urban
Development, and, especially, its official Declaration "Localizing Finance for Inclusive Change".

This Declaration makes the case for the whole range of existing policies, strategies and tools made
available to all development partners, central and local, metropolitan and regional governments (LMRGs),
as well as private investors, in order for them to interact in "implementing for delivering results" in the
frame of the 2030 Agenda.

The proposed 11 Drivers for action will be presented. They form the basis of the presentation, together
with an update on last discussions between the Global Taskforce of Local and Regional Governments and
the Member States during the Informal hearings that took place in Mays in NY.

2. PPPs for Infrastructure Financing: An Evolving Concept and Global Lessons Learnt

This session will be divided into four key areas. Cledan Mandri-Perrott, Head of Infrastructure Financing
& PPP, World Bank, will start by defining the notion of PPPs, the benefits of PPP versus traditional
procurement as well as highlight the different types of PPP structures available. It will focus on the
conditions necessary as prerequisites for implementing a PPP structure as well as the evolving nature of
PPP contracts and risk allocations. It will discuss the roles and responsibilities that both the public and
private sector take when entering into PPP arrangements. Secondly, it will look at the current trends
in public-private investment in infrastructure showing the differences between publicly and privately
financed infrastructure. In addition, we will look at PPPs not only in developing economies but also in the
more advanced PPP markets such as the United Kingdom, Australia, and Canada amongst others. It will
also delve into the specific linkages between public funding entering into PPP arrangements, and how in
some instances, public monies are required to ensure sustainability and affordability of services. The third
part of the presentation will focus on how PPP are evolving. It will look at the types of tools that countries
can develop to assess the state of readiness of PPP, how infrastructure prioritization can help decide
between public and private investment, and the recent trends of accurately accounting for PPPs and their
impacts on a country’s fiscal space. The fourth and final part will focus on global lessons learnt to date,
highlighting the critical bottlenecks in infrastructure as well as the future outlook for PPPs as a financing
mechanism for infrastructure.

3. Municipal Development Funds: Three Generations of Financing Models. Global Lessons Learned

This presentation will relate various design options to the status of fiscal decentralization and
intergovernmental fiscal relationship in the country. Ahmed Eiweida, Lead Urban Specialist, World Bank,
will present the three evolutionary generations of MDFs and discuss the prerequisites to access municipal
capital market.

Description

In September 2015, the 193 members of the United Nations unanimously adopted the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development, and its 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and 169 targets. Indicators,
which will further guide implementation of these goals and targets, are currently being discussed. The SDGs
build on the experience and lessons learned in implementing the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs)
over 2000-2015. However, the scope of the SDGs is much broader than that of the MDGs, and unprecedented
efforts will need to be made for implementation. Fortunately, the priorities of many cities are already aligned

with many SDGs and local governments have already been taking action in areas relevant to many targets.

Beyond SDG 11, the goal dedicated to cities, local action and urban leadership will be critical for the
majority of the SDGs. This was clearly the case with the MDGs, where attainment of the goals and targets
depended on localization and ownership. City leaders need to be proactive, forge local partnerships and
manage concerted, integrated efforts and policy. Real decentralization, and equipping local governments
with enhanced mandates, resources and capacity, should be a priority. Monitoring progress is also critical,
and will require improvement in data collection. Urban data collection and reporting have not kept up with
the needs of urban planners and city managers, thus affecting planning of city development, as well as the

understanding of urban change, including complex social change.

Session 5 will review a range of strategies for implementing and monitoring the SDGs at the local level
through interventions by regional, national and local players, with a view to providing recommendations,
including in terms of how to strengthen data collection capacities and incentives at the local level. The
session will also reflect on the role of partnerships and of regional networks in strengthening the capacities of
local governments and reflect on how the proposed ‘Urban SDG Knowledge Platform’ can support effective

implementation and monitoring of the SDGs at the local level.

But many
cities are still struggling to find a proper pathway to transform their cities into more sustainable and low-
carbon cities.

The international community has embarked on the new 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and its
ambitious 17 Sustainable Development Goals to take transformative steps toward shifting the world onto
a sustainable and resilient path. Meanwhile, as cities tackle increasingly complex and urgent challenges
derived from an unprecedented urbanization rate, there is a growing view that the implementation of the
post-2015 development agenda must be taken at the local level, and that, in particular, technology can play
a central role in this process.

The International Telecommunication Union (ITU) defines a “smart sustainable city” as “an innovative city
that uses Information and Communication Technologies (ICTs) ... to improve quality of life, efficiency
of urban operation and services, and competitiveness ..."” As such, cities are turning their attention to
ICT-enabled smart approaches and solutions to drive innovative and sustainable development across
urban sectors for, among other things, reduced costs, improved public services, and enhanced citizen
engagement. It is time to transform our cities into ICT-enabled smart and sustainable cities!

At this session, the President City of the World e-Governments Organization for Cities and Local
Governments (WeGO) Seoul - a leader in e-Government and the smart city movement — will unlock its best
practices and know-hows for an overview of how ICT has paved the way for the city to become smarter
and sustainable, with a focus on Seoul’s unique leveraging of Big Data for problem-solving. Subsequently,
WeGO will share past, present, and future flagship projects of the organization and its member cities that
showcase how ICT can bring about transformative changes in society by raising citizens’ quality of life with
often limited resources. The pioneering projects will include WeGOQO's “e-Office” to build the foundation of
a digitized smart city, WeGO's “Civic Participation-based e-Government System (CPS)” for incorporating
citizens’ feedback in forming an inclusive city, and the combination of people-centered “Appropriate
Technology” with emerging technologies like the Internet of Things (loT) to provide low-cost bus
information services. The session will close with a panel discussion on the strategic and innovative use of
ICT, with special contributions from expert discussants from development aid and project implementation
agencies on opportunities for effectively establishing smart and sustainable communities.

The session will help further the understanding of the significant role of ICT in building smart, sustainable
cities by examining WeGO and WeGO member cities’ technology-enabled innovations and solutions that
can help cities overcome seemingly overwhelming challenges and work towards meeting the sustainable
urbanization targets of the SDGs.

Description The UN-Habitat’s Safer Cities Programme aims to improve the livability of cities and quality of life for all
urban residents through a multi-level government and multi-sectorial approach to tackle urban crime and
violence. In 2012, UN-Habitat launched the Global Network on Safer Cities (GNSC) to further consolidate
and systematize the experiences on safer cities with a dimension of enhancing structured dialogue and
ownership among cities and partners of the safer cities model approach. Subsequently, a Global Steering
Committee of the GNSC was established in 2013, and the Mayor of Seoul was appointed as a regional co-

chair representing the Asia Pacific Region.

This session follows on this process by creating a platform for Asian cities to share their experiences and
connect with international experts. These cross feeding of experiences at different scales allows for more
cities to join the exchange of ideas with regional potential partners horizontally, and to benefit from new

ideas tested in other regions.

On September, 2015 the 2030 Development Agenda was adopted by all 193 member countries of the
United Nations. The new Agenda calls on countries to achieve 17 sustainable development goals over
the next 15 years. The important role that cities play in the pursuit of sustainable development was
acknowledged with the inclusion of a dedicated goal on cities (Goal 11) aiming to “make cities and human
settlements inclusive, safe, resilient and sustainable”. But cities will play a critical role in the implementation

of the whole 2030 Agenda, as a great deal of the action required is to be taken at the local level.

The International Forum on Urban Policy for the Sustainable Development Goals is organized by UN ESCAP,
CityNet, and Seoul Metropolitan Government and aims to become a yearly platform to discuss how to
support cities in Asia in achieving the SDGs by identifying practical approaches and programs through

sharing policy experiences, best practices, and innovative technologies and financing mechanisms.

If, as UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon said, “Our generation is the first that can end poverty but the last
that can act to avoid the worst climate change’, what can be learned from cities current challenges and
practices? How do disaster risk reduction and climate change adaptation help cities achieve the SDGs, in
particular Goal 11?

The world is at a tipping point and the challenges before us are vast. Risks as perceived by communities are
complex and inter-linked.

- There is a surging frequency, intensity and unpredictability of extreme weather events and disasters.

« While disaster death tolls are slowly declining (on the whole), the numbers of affected people, destroyed
livelihoods and economic losses are growing.

«The changing climate is wreaking havoc in the most vulnerable coastal, island and mountain areas.

« Our cities are expanding faster than we plan leading to haphazard development.

Given these challenges that cities and communities face today, it is well recognized that coherence is key
- that doing disaster risk reduction (DRR) and climate change adaptation (CCA) are part of sustainable
development, that risk must be reduced and resilient development the goal.

2015 was a landmark year for international agreements on sustainable development: beginning in
March2015, UN Member states adopted the Sendai Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-2030, then
in June 2015 the Addis Agreement on Financing for Development, in September 2015 the Transforming
our world: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and its 17 SDGs and in December, the Paris
Agreement on Climate Change.

The international policy frameworks adopted in 2015 provide an opportunity for joint, coherent action.

The session will emphasize experience and lessons learned in implementing disaster risk reduction and
climate change adaptation for sustainable development, in particular towards SDG Goal 11 on resilient
cities. It will identify practical approaches and programmes for sharing policy experiences, best practices, as
well as tools and/or technologies among city stakeholders.

Description The future of the Asia-Pacific region is increasingly urban and will largely be shaped by the way its cities and
human settlements develop. The important role that cities play in the pursuit of sustainable development
was acknowledged with the inclusion of a dedicated goal on cities (Goal 11) aiming to “make cities and
human settlements inclusive, safe, resilient and sustainable”. However their role in promoting sustainable
development goes way further since it is in the cities were challenges and opportunities come together to
create new solutions that involves all 17 SDGs.

Sharing these policies among cities is crucial to enable whole regions to develop in a timely manner. With
this in mind, the Urban SDG Knowledge Platform focuses on promoting city-to-city cooperation on the
localization of the urban Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) by providing a unique opportunity for Asian
cities to share their best practices on sustainable urban development. This not only recognizes the efforts of
the cities, but provides a fundamental registry of their experiences for everyone to learn from. Other cities
and organizations can benefit for this in their own activities as we all share a common goal.

In “Session 7. City-to-City cooperation for the SDGs: Urban SDG Knowledge Platform, the Urban SDG
Knowledge Platform will be introduced in this context of cooperation among local governments. The
session begins with the explanation of the background and context that gives relevance to this platform,
followed up by an explanation on the platform itself. Then international experts will provide different
perspectives on the role of knowledge sharing to promote cooperation among cities, and especially in the
promotion of urban sustainable development. Finally, mayors as the champions of the cities, will provide
their perspective on this platform.

BRT & TOPIS (Transportation Operation and Information Service)

With the TOPIS (Transportation Operation and Information Service), Seoul Metropolitan

Government is able to gather and process real-time traffic information, enabling the
efficient management of road and subway traffic. The system was implemented in Seoul with
public transport reforms made in 2004, and has proven very successful. The average speed of

buses has increased from 10 km/h to 20 km/h, resulting in a decrease in total travel time.

Seoul Station Bus Transfer Center

Bus transfer centers are designed to facilitate citizens’ transfer between different modes of
transportation like subway, buses, taxis, private cars, etc., at key locations throughout the

city.

Arisu Water Purification Center >> Sewage Treatment Center

Arisu Water Purification Center

The Arisu Water Purification Center provides 600,000m? of drinking water per day to 1.7
million Seoul citizens. An online real-time water quality system allows citizens to check
the quality of the water supplied to their houses from the facility. Its advanced wastewater

treatment technology is the first of its kind in Seoul.

Nanji Water Reclamation Center

Around 16.07 billion tons of treated water is produced annually from 4 sewage treatment
plants (Jungnang, Nanji, Tancheon, Seonam sewage treatment plant) in Seoul. Nanji Center
treats water from west Gangbuk area of Seoul and some parts of Goyang City. The official

name of the Nanji Water Reclamation Center changed from Sewage Treatment Plant to its

current name in 2005, in an effort to rebrand the plants from locally unwanted facilities to

water production facilities.

Seoul Energy Dream Center >> Mapo Resource Recovery Facility >> Sky Park

Seoul Energy Dream Center

The Seoul Energy Dream Center is Korea’s first and largest energy autonomous building,

and serves as an exhibition of future possibilities for the built environment. The center has
been designed to reduce average energy consumption by 70% through its use of eco-
friendly techniques including insulation, lighting and heat recovery system.

Participants will learn how to make their own zero-energy house, and will visit exhibition

halls for green technologies and eco-friendly products.

Mapo Resource Recovery Facility

The Mapo Resource Recovery Facility was created after shrinking landfill capacity made it
necessary to incinerate garbage waste in the northwest region of Seoul. Within the facility,
waste generated in Seoul is safely incinerated at high temperatures. Following this, the

thermal energy generated is captured and recycled to provide heat for homes in the district,

thereby contributing to a clean and comfortable environment by reducing landfill deposits.

Haneul Park (Sky Park)

Haneul Park (Sky Park), located within the World Cup Stadium Park, is a grassland park
that was formed where the second site of the Nanjido Landfill once stood. As it was
once a landfill and the soil especially poor, the Haneul Park wasteland recovery project
demonstrates how nature can flourish out of what was once barren land. At Haneul Park,
visitors are met with scenic views of Seoul in every direction with Bukhansan Mountain to

the north, Namsan Mountain and the 63 Building to the east, Han River to the south and

Haengjusanseon Fortress to the west.

Average daily mean of Seoul during June is about 22°C (72°F). Average daily temperature is
21°C (70°F), ranging from an average minimum of 16°C (61°F) to a maximum of 27°C (81°F).
Since the weather would be hot, short sleeves shirts and umbrellas may be needed.

Credit Cards

Most of hotels, restaurants, shops and taxies accept major credit cards (VISA, MasterCard).
A piece of identification (passport, ID card or driver’s license) is sometimes required upon
payment.

Currency

The currency in Korea is WON (W). Denominations for coins are 10, 50, 100, and 500.

For higher denominations, cashier’s checks
are used. As of 3 June, 2016, KRW 10,000 equals approximately USD 8.43.
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Electricity

The standard voltage in Korea is 220 volts. The outlet has two round holes and is the same
type used in France, Germany, Austria, Greece, Turkey, and many other countries. Visitors
from countries using 110/125 volts might need a multi-voltage adaptor.
